	School activities
	Suggested home activities

	Communication and language

In school activities:
· Sing the good morning and good afternoon song and model actions throughout. 
· Who is in school today 
· Using switches or a microphone to greet peers and staff. The students are given the choice. 
· Intensive interaction 
· Using pictures and objects of reference to support transitions around school. 
· Using core boards to allow students to make a choice. 
· TD snaps as a whole class communication approach. 
· No and next boards to support understanding and transition. 
	· Encourage your child to make choices by offering two physical objects through reaching towards the desired object or by gazing at the desired object. 
·  Use pictures of your home to help your child understand their environment and support their transition around the home.
· Using the communication method that has been discussed with the class teacher or speech and language therapist. 
· Using a now and next board. 
· Sing sing sing!!!


	Personal, Social and Emotional Development (PSED)
In class activities:
· Who is in school today?
· Who are our teachers? 
· Personal Care – wash our hands and toileting routine.
· This year we will be working on producing a cultural capital passport. 
· We will work with the children on understanding who their safe adults are. 
· Make silly faces in the mirror
· Thinking about our body through action songs.
· Building relationships with their peers and staff through movement sessions. 
· Exploring our community, this will include family, class, school and Hounslow. We will do this through local visits to the park and shops. 
	· Involve your child in their own personal care by talking them through their care routine and using visuals or objects of reference to support their understanding. 
· Where possible allow your child to help with getting dressed and brushing their teeth.
· Taking part in intensive interaction sessions. 
· Share photos of safe familiar adults with your child.  
· Action songs, some of the children’s favourites are Head, shoulders Knees and Toes and Row, Row the boat. 
· Go on local walks or explore local outside space and listen to the environmental sounds, can they hear sirens or fire engines? 
· Point out the emergency service vehicles and tell them who they are and how they help us.  


	Physical Development

In class activities:
· If your happy and you know it playdough OT with support.
· Holding large objects and then releasing them in to a large container.
· Exploring different textures through messy play. 
· Engaging in their personal physiotherapy program every day. 
· Using switches to explore sounds and greet peers. 
· Using our body to explore the ball pool. 
· Take part in weekly PE lessons with a PE specialist. 
· Work on full body awareness through massage and action songs. 
· Playtime is an important time to practice walking, crawling and interacting with their peers in a less-structured environment. 
	· Playdough OT – encourage your child to pinch, roll, squish and splat the playdough with full hand over hand support if needed. Youtube have some great video’s you can follow with engaging songs. 
· Submerge their hands or feet in a bowl of water, oats or sand and allow your child to explore the different textures. 
· Holding a ball with or without support.
· Hand massages 
· Exploring sensory play and exploration in the local community. 
· Visiting local places such as forests or parks and interact with the natural environment by collecting leaves, sticks and stones and touching the grass and mud. 
· Follow their physiotherapy plan if they have been provided with one. 


	Literacy

In class activities:
· Specific letter based activities, we will work on a different letter every two weeks. We explore objects through a range of sensory, visual and auditory ways. 
· Mark making in sensory materials with adult.
· Exploring books with a focus on People who help us. 
· Listening to and identifying environmental sounds that are linked to people who help us. 
· Sensory story’s linked to our current topic, People who help us.  
· Story massage based on books about people who help us.  
· Beginning and end sounds.
· Reading and spelling your name.
	· With support encourage your child to make marks using their hands and feet in sensory materials such as sand, oats, rice or flour. 
· Share a story with your child and encourage their family to share their favourite story with them. 
· Listen to nursery rhymes 
· Identify objects when given a choice eg, where is the fire engine, where is the police car. 
· Go for a sound walk, how many emergency service vehicles can you see and hear? 
· Match or form the letters of your name


	Mathematics

In class activities:
· Number, shape and colour songs 
· Exploring number through retrieving numbers and shapes from sensory materials with support. 
· Interactive nursery rhymes such as around, around the garden and incy wincy spider.
· Exploring colours through songs, lights and objects. 
· Cause and effect number activities.
· Activities using switches and touch screen
· Counting activities – focus on single digits 
· Number sequencing
· Shape sorting and matching activities
	· Listen to number, shape and colour songs. 
· Explore colours through grouping colours and exploring objects by colour. 
· Using a touch screen on a smart phone or tablet with support. 
· Holding objects and releasing them.
· Interactive nursery rhymes such as around, around the garden and incy wincy spider.
· When you are out in the community count how many emergency service vehicle you see and hear. 
· Counting objects in the home
· Number recognition 1-5
· Shape recognition activities – where is the square? 


	Expressive Arts and Design

In class activities:
· Exploring sound through drumming and bells.
· Exploring different sounds through sound of the day in circle time. 
· Using switches to explore environmental sounds.
· Painting with our hands and feet.
· Exploring colour through paint, lights and fabric. 
· Hand painting with their preferred colours. 
· Musical sensory stories based on people who help us. 
· Taking part in music workshops. 
	· Hand and feet painting. 
· Visiting local environments and listen to the sounds of your natural surroundings. This could be the train station, the high street, the park, the garden or different parts of the home. 
· Explore different colours through light sensory toys or changing the colour on a screen. 
· Exploring sounds around the home and experiment with banging objects together to create sound. 
· Listen to a range of music that is enjoyed by the family. 
· Create different sounds with your body, eg clapping, tapping and banging. 


	Food Technology
In class activities:
· Explore smells through smell of the day.
· Explore how we use our senses when eating food through smell, taste, look and feel. 
· How our body reacts to different foods, eg sweet and sour or hot and cold.
· Explore different flavours, and discover their preferred taste, sweet or savoury. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Food based sensory exploration. 

	· Allow your child to observe you preparing your family food. 
· Encourage them to taste and smell the food as you are cooking it if possible and appropriate. 
· If possible encourage your child to smell a variety of fragrances such as strawberry, orange, woodland smells and scents. 
· Allow your child to taste foods individually before mixing them together eg, taste the tomato before making it in to a sauce. 
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
