	Suggested home activities

	Communication and language

In school activities:

· Morning greeting Song 
· Who is in school today
· Using switches to greet peers and staff
· Action songs
· Use of PECS, AAC Core boards in all lessons.
· SaLT once per with Specialist input 
	· 
· Encourage your child to make choices using a choosing board and symbols (we can make these for you but please let us know what symbols will be useful at home)
·  Ask your child to give a note or object to a specific names person in the home, e.g., “give this to ……” 
· Actions songs Simple stories and as “where is? “who is under? What is ?

	PHSE

In class activities:
· Who is in school today? Showing that we know and recognise our peers by picture and name. 
· Encouraging Students to recognise their feelings and how express it positively 
· Emotions: How are we feeling today?
· What makes us happy? what makes us 
Sad?
· Use of feelings and regulation core boards to make choices.
· Personal Care – wash/drying our hands and toileting routine. Undressing and dressing for swimming. Brushing Teeth.
· Introducing the words Private and Public
· And comparing what is acceptable. 
· About Me, celebrating our differences and what makes us the same.
	

Take a photo of your child (or look in the mirror together), point out and name features of the face and point or touch that feature in real life.
· Encourage your child to wash/dry their hands and reduce the amount of support given to encourage independence. 
· Help teach your child emotions in the moment as these are the best opportunities to teach this. E.g., your child falls over. Model “You are crying because you are hurt” 
· Looking at the family dynamics i.e. who is the tallest, who makes the best sandwiches? etc. 


	Physical Development/P. E

In class activities:
· PE circuit following instructions, turn taking
· and waiting. Copying movement  
· Action songs to promote gross motor skills
· Using our body to explore the ball pool. 
· Engage in weekly swimming sessions with the Swimming teacher. 
· Take part in weekly PE lessons with a PE specialist. 
	· Hide small objects in sand, rice or oats and your child should retrieve them using, their fingers or giant tweezers, the smaller the objects the harder it is BUT please remember to always supervise when using small objects. 
· Model and prompt independence on dressing and undressing when you are not busy. 
· Going for walks listening to environmental sounds or pointing out people who help us the community.

	English

In class activities:
· Specific mark-making activities using sensory trays.
· Tracing/copying their name and letters of the alphabet.
· Exploring non- fiction books with a focus on
People who help us in the community 
· Exploring Phonics – Jolly phonics pre- reading and writing skills.
· Experiencing reading together – Superhero Just like you and All through the night with multisensory activities.
· Implementing prepositions and comparisons night and day etc. The use of adjectives.
· Expanding listening skills recognising environmental sounds.

	


· Practice mark-making in a sensory tray i.e. flour, salt, oats or paint. Mark make with a variety of tools if your child is tactile defensive.
· Encourage your child to make marks using chunky felt tips or pencils, you may need to hold your child’s hand to help guide them. 
· Letter-specific songs linked to letter sounds rather than alphabet names will enable your child to be exposed to early reading. 
· Share a book, Audio books are also great for listening skills  when possible.

	Mathematics

In class activities
· Introducing numbers 1- 30 with number songs and multi-sensory activities –  counting objects, number bingo, matching numbers.
· Adding and quantities  
· Number formation in sensory trays and tracing.
· Secondary colours and 3d shape recognition supported through matching, comparing shapes and sorting activities. 
· Exploring big and small, tall and short.
· One and lots   
More or less, incorporating physical maths to support learning.

	

· Ask your child to give you a specific amount of objects, e.g., give me 5 grapes. 
· Practice counting through songs. 
· Practice forming numbers with playdough, with pens and with sensory play.
· Sensory counting retrieval activities.
· Counting fingers, feet via singing and music. I.e.  1,2,3,4,5 once I caught a fish alive.
· Encourage your child to help lay the table.
· Introduce more or less i.e. more grapes or less?
· Helping with the folding/matching  of laundry using comparison vocabulary small, big ,half  more and less  etc. 

	Food Technology, Art and Music

In class activities:
· Drumming to a beat.
· Listening to songs that are about emergency workers action songs 
· Attempt to reproduce the sound with our voices and instruments 
· Exploring different material in Art to encourage our creativity and fine motor skills
· Exploring different kitchen appliances under supervision Exploring different smells and textures
· Healthy Eating making dips, salad, soups granola bars 

	

Painting with a variety of tools, try non-conventional painting tools, why not experiment with whisk or spoon? 
· Free drawing with different materials copying different shapes and letters.
· Encourage healthy eating by letting your child choose a fruit/vegetable from the supermarket to try at home. 
· Action songs at home are fun. 
· Expressing choice with senses.
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 Here are some cross-curricular activities we are engaging in: 
In class activities:
·  Exploring the different people in the community who help us e.g.  Emergency services 
· Engaging in topic-themed activities throughout the curriculum i.e. 
· PHSE Visiting a fire station. 
· Humanities: Using a map find people in school who help us.  
· Maths/ English Sound bingo  - emergency vehicles
	
At home, you can expand on the child’s knowledge of what is happening in their community/environment
Here are some suggestions:
· Go on walks, commenting on all the people in the community, maybe start a tally chart and count how many vehicles you see whilst out and about?
· Explore non-fiction books.



	Science and Computing 
In class activities
· Comparing Materials - Floating or Sinking 
· Looking at different shoe sole pattern like police officers do when solving a crime 
· Role play bandaging soft toy / or putting on plaster
· Students will be engaging in educational apps and completing tasks with support.
· Introducing typing on keyboard and following pattern or making picture with the support of the mouse.
	


· Look at different material when washing up – spoon sinks plastic container sinks.
· Smudges on the mirror making finger print and looking at the different pattern you can make. Jumping in puddles and looking at the sizes of foot prints you see
· Role play you be the patient and let your child be the doctor or dentist.
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
